Subject: Immigration Enforcement

We are deeply committed to fostering trust and creating a safe and welcoming environment for our
campus community, regardless of immigration status.

The enforcement of immigration laws is the primary responsibility of federal agencies, including U.S.
Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE). In alignment with California Senate Bill 54, the Foothill-
De Anza Police Department does not inquire about a person's immigration status and will not
cooperate with ICE to detain individuals solely for immigration enforcement.

The ability to report a crime or access services from the Foothill-De Anza Police Department is not
dependent on a person’s citizenship or immigration status.

In accordance with California Assembly Bill 1261, our police department is committed to protecting
immigrants who are victims of crime and can assist with completing U and T Visa applications. If you
are a victim or witness of a crime, you will not be threatened with deportation.

We understand that seeking help can be a vulnerable moment. We want every person to feel safe,
valued, and respected when they reach out to us. Our focus is on building trust, fostering relationships
and, above all, prioritizing public safety.
