Increase enrollment/productivity by adding clinical placement opportunities for students thus allowing us to increase the number of
students accepted into the program. Expanding the IPA certificate program.

Additional clinical sites are explored each quarter. Clinical positions for first-year students have increased from 7 to 9 sites. The
VA Palo Alto PFT lab has offered one additional clinical rotation for second-year students. The IPA program has a strong
enrollment and continues to attract out-of-state students.

IPA enrollment data. The completion rate for students who have on-time graduation because they were provided clinical rotations.

The expansion of the baccalaureate pilot in California means that we will be submitting an application to offer a BS degree at FH
in the field of Respiratory Therapy. The field of IP continues to grow and support from the community has expanded awareness
and interest.

The hiring of a third FT faculty to ensure adequate compliance with the accrediting agency, Commission on Accreditation for
Respiratory Care (CoARC) citation on the last site visit. Increase release time for the program director and adequate resources for
faculty to ensure compliance with citations issued by the accrediting agency during the last site visit and in preparation for the
upcoming cycle. 
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	Comment: The program faculty are working on identifying more clinical sites to increase enrollment. This is an ongoing challenge.

The need for a third FT faculty member was identified and submitted as part of the faculty prioritization process. 

The expansion of the program directors reassigned time, based on the citation received, is under discussion and will likely be realized in the near future. 

The program has enthusiastic administrative support to pursue the baccalaureate degree option.
